Natural Resources Inventory of Equine Property Site

Describe natural resources under categories listed below. Use maps and informational resources provided in class and informational materials provided in the Horse Keeping; A Guide to Land Management for Clean Water (especially Chapter 1 and the Chapter 5 Resources Directory). Add additional pages, and copies of maps if necessary to describe your resources fully: 

Water flow  and water resources: 

On your site map sketch how water flows across your property. What water bodies, streams, creeks or ponds does this water flow to? Remember your watershed address, see section 1.

Describe other water resources: developed springs, wells, etc. and plot them on your site map.

Topography:

Describe in general terms the shape of the land at your property. Include areas of steep slopes (if any), moderate slopes and flat/low lying areas. Soil survey has slope categories for the soils on your property. Topo maps show slope with contour lines. On your site map you may wish to shade in areas with steep slopes, low spots, etc.

Soils and Vegetation:

Describe soil types on your property and their general characteristics (use the Soil Survey provided). A copy of the soils map for your property will be provided. The soil map is based on an aerial photo which shows vegetation communities, such as oak woodland, grassland, (orchard, vineyard are sometimes discernible because of rows). The soil survey also describes the main vegetation types characteristic of each soil type.

Wildlife Habitat:

Note any wildlife habitat in the vegetation types (i.e., in oak woodland or broadleaf evergreen forest (on north-facing slopes in canyons), in grassland, or riparian woodland (streamside vegetation), brushland (chaparral). Are you aware of any threatened or endangered species?
Climate:

Local information will be provided. Is there a rain gauge on the property? Any record-keeping or historical information about major weather-related incidents?
